2nd - Senior Group Photograph

On October 23rd we have an early dismissal and at 1:30 p.m. at a location chosen by your
senior class officers in consultation with Mr. Hughes we will take the 2010 Senior Class group
photograph.This photograph will be published across a two-page spread in the yearbook so it
is important that you be there. At 1:30 p.m. Mr. Hughes will begin to arrange the seniors who
have arrived and will begin taking the photograph as soon as he is ready. He will not take a head
count. He will not wait for those who thought they would have time to run and get something
to eat and are late. There will not be a retake. It is your responsibility to make sure you are
there. If you normally ride the bus home please make arrangements for other transportation
that day. We will take the picture on campus or somewhere within walking distance. Please
listen to the morning “Buzz” or check the “Senior Information” page on the website for more
details as the date approaches.

3rd — Senior or “Baby” Ads
